2. The ordering agency is authorized to issue task/delivery
 orders to contractors listed under the above Program pursuant to the ordering instructions contained in the Guide for Utilizing PBS sources for the aforementioned program, copy to be provided.  The ordering agency shall be responsible for all aspects of ordering, administration, project inspection, acceptance, payment, modifications, close out, and any and all claims arising under or related to any order solicited or issued.  The ordering agency shall provide for an appropriate Contracting Officer’s Representative (COR) or Contracting Officer’s Technical Representative (COTR) necessary for each task/delivery order issued.  Inspection, acceptance, quality control and payment remains the responsibility of the ordering agency.  

3. The ordering agency shall provide a copy of all task/delivery orders, modifications thereto, and a copy of the final payment information (including the Release of Claims), to the GSA/PBS Point of Contact (POC) listed in the Guide for Utilizing PBS sources for the aforementioned program for the purpose of monitoring the Maximum Order Limitations of the program.   All task/delivery orders issued by the ordering agency shall be paid by the ordering agency placing the order.  The ordering agency shall cite on each task/delivery order the appropriate agency payment address and shall be responsible for Certifying the expense as a bona fide expense of that agency being paid from funds that are legally available for the purpose intended. 

4. Default: The ordering agency may, with respect to any one or more task/delivery orders placed by it under the contract, exercise the same right of termination, acceptance of inferior articles or services, and assessment of excess costs as might the Contracting Officer, except that when failure to deliver articles or services is alleged by the Contractor to be excusable, the determination of whether the failure is excusable shall be made only by the Contracting Officer of the General Services Administration, to whom such allegation shall be referred by the ordering agency and from whose determination appeal may be taken as provided in the clause of the contract(s) entitled "Disputes."  The ordering agency shall provide the GSA/PBS Point of Contact with copies of any show cause letter, cure letter, or notice of suspension, termination, or other such notice as may relate to the task order prior to sending such material to the contractor.  Such documents shall be provided to the Point of Contact 30 days in advance or such other lessor time as agree to by the parties.

5. Performance: The ordering agency is requested to provide an evaluation of the contractor when the work under each task/delivery order is completed so that GSA can monitor the quality of work.

6. In no event shall the ordering agency issue base contract changes or request any contractor to deviate from the Scope of Work or terms and conditions of their contract.  The ordering agency shall not manage the contractor’s efforts on any task/delivery orders other than those issued by the ordering agency.  The ordering agency shall not supervise or otherwise control any of the contractors’ employees under any GSA contract nor perform any function or act which would violate the provisions of the base contract(s) or this agreement.

7. COST RECOVERY FEE SCHEDULE
:  The ordering agency agrees to reimburse GSA/PBS a sum of 1% of the total value of all task/delivery orders issued inclusive of all modifications thereto.  The appropriate remuneration will be transmitted to GSA on a Reimbursable Work Authorization (RWA)
, copy attached,  within 5 days after the end of each calendar quarter.
