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BUILDING SECURITY
COMMITTEES (BSC’s)

            ALIVE!        WELL!
         AND         WORKING!

The Building Security
Committees (BSC’s) were started
in August 1995, as a result of the
Department of Justice (DOJ) Vulnerability
Assessment Report.  Since that time, the Federal
Protective Service has worked closely with the
BSC’s in complying with the directives set forth in
the DOJ report.

Earlier this year, the Federal Protective Service
hosted the first Tarrant County Federal Security
Council meeting at the Fort Worth Federal Center.
The meeting was a great success with
approximately 50 representatives from local
Federal agencies in attendance.  Each of the
members shared a brief overview of their various
roles and responsibilities within FPS.  The
attendants of the first meeting included: FPS
Director, Trinidad Martinez; Chief, Enforcement
and Security Branch, Gil Russo; Ken Cowle, Rex
Cross, Karen Davis, Jim Hawthorne, Jim Perman,
Steve Polk, Cheri Tow, Ray Wilson, and several
police officers.  A question and answer session
followed the presentation.  Those in attendance
were encouraged by the director to submit topic
ideas for future meetings.  The meetings are
coordinated throughout the region, with our
Physical Security Specialists (PSS) and the BSC
Committee Council members.  The PSS’s within
our division specialize in providing customers with
accurate crime assessments and security
surveys.  Currently, the PSS’s in the Dallas/Fort
Worth metroplex are working on upgrading our
Federal Card Entry System tentatively scheduled
for October 1, 1997.

Although our PSS’s and police officers have been
operating the BSC project on a continuous basis,
they have also managed to coordinate and
provide additional services.  Some of which
included  issuing American Youth Passports  and

fingerprinting children during the National Missing
Children’s Day Program, conducting Auto Theft
Awareness, Effective Customer Service
Techniques, Personal Safety and Bomb Threat
Awareness programs.  They have also
volunteered  to work on such projects as the GSA
Adopt-A-School and Positive In-Action Mentoring
programs. All of our  PSS’s and police officers
concentrate on helping in their local community,
as well as attending special council meetings to
keep abreast of the latest developments in the
local law enforcement agencies.

GUARDS AND ALARMS

FPS utilizes contract security guards to augment
its police officers.  Their primary duties include
access control at the entrances and exits of our
facilities through visitor and employee
identification checks, monitoring security
equipment, and conducting searches of
packages.

FPS is responsible for
helping you determine your
security needs, as well as
providing support for your
physical security
requirements.  Our team of

Electronic Security System Technicians are
experienced in the areas of designing, installing,
maintaining, repairing and operating security
systems for GSA owned/leased facilities.  This
group is also responsible for developing cost
estimates, preparing contract specifications, and
monitoring the contractors’ performance on GSA
contracts for security systems installations.

The Regional Control Center is operated 7 days
per week, 24 hours a day.  The Center is staffed
by three full time GSA employees from 6:00am to
6:00pm Mon-Fri.  There are four contract
employees that provide coverage during non-duty
hours.  The Regional Control Center monitors
approximately 10,000 alarms region-wide within
the Greater Southwest Region.  The Control
Center receives calls for service region-wide from
government employees and civilians.  All calls are
reviewed by the operator and assigned to our
Police Officers and/or Criminal Investigators.

CONTRACT SUITABILITY
REPORTING SYSTEM (CSRS)

What is it, and how will it
affect government
contract workers?

The Contract Suitability
Reporting System (CSRS)
was implemented in 1993 for
screening potential Public
Buildings Service (PBS) contract employees.  The
purpose is to help ensure that all of the
contracted service providers are supplying
Federal agencies with reputable employees that
have effectively undergone and passed all levels
of security background clearances.  By providing
this particular service, we have significantly
increased our current security measures to
ensure that all of the contracted services have
been certified and approved to work within GSA
owned and leased facilities.  All of the results of
the background investigation clearances are
provided to our contract representatives for
further action and implementation.  By taking
these measures, FPS has already created a safer
work environment.

The CSRS program has recently been expanded
to help provide assistance to other agencies with
their security clearances.  We have recently
experienced an increase in the number of

BOMB THREATSBOMB THREATS

How To Handle
Bomb Threat
Phone Calls

When You Get One

Today, it is truly hard to make exact predictions
about what will happen on any given date, point,
and time.  No one really knows what will happen
from one moment to the next.  For example, the
Oklahoma City Bombing; an event that had an
impact on everyone’s life, struck at a moments
notice.  So often, we are faced with obstacles that
may force us to make immediate and often
unpredictable decisions concerning all elements
of our lives.  FPS would like to encourage
everyone to take any and all threats that occur on
the job very seriously, and to report it to our
Regional Control Center at 1-800-767-2756.

The following precautions should be taken when
you receive a bomb threat call:  First try to remain
calm, and get as much information from the caller
as possible.  Be sure to write down as accurately
as possible all that the caller is saying:

1. What is the exact location of the bomb?
2. What type of bomb is it?
3. When is it supposed to go off?
4. Is the caller identifying himself/herself

with a particular group?
5. Is the caller a male or female?
6. Is there a particular tone to the caller’s

voice?
7. Does the caller sound calm and collected,

or does  he/she sound nervous?
8. Can you hear any background noise?
9. If so, can you identify the noises?
